Hospital Facility Dog Program>

The Facility Dog Program, which aims to provide medical support through full time animal-assisted
intervention at hospitals, was implemented at four pediatric medical facilities: Kanagawa
Children’ s Medical Center (Annie), Tokyo Metropolitan Children’s Medical Center (Ivy), National]
Center for Child Health and Development (Masa), and Shizuoka Children’s Hospital (Ty). Together
the dog teams made 6366 visits.

We have hired a new staff member who is both a medical professional and a dog trainer, and have
begun training candidate dogs in Japan under the guidance of our Facility Dog Advisory Board
consisting of 4 veterinary and service dog experts and a US-based supervising director. In
addition, we have been reporting on our activities at academic conferences such as the Pediatrig
Nursing Society of Japan. We have also improved our manuals, expanded follow-up training, collected
data on animal-assisted therapy, and worked on surveys and research with the aim of publishing
articles in international journals. We also launched a new project in Shizuoka called “Shine On!
Picnic” (an event where facility dogs interact with children after they are discharged from the
hospital), which will lead to long-term follow-up care.

KBeads of Courage Program>

The Beads of Courage® program has continued at Ibaraki Children’ s Hospital and Osaka City General
Hospital and as of February 2023, a total of 26 hospitals (473 patients) are participating in|
this program. We have conducted 25 online Beads Ambassador training sessions for medical staff]
and certified 144 new ambassadors this year. In November, SOK had an online conference with the
ambassadors from hospitals to exchange their case studies and experiences during the COVID-19
pandemic.

In 2022, a long-term follow-up program for childhood cancer survivors, “Camp Courage,” waJ
conducted in—person and included a Retrospective Beads workshop with 30 participants. In addition,
2 leadership training program titled ”“Jibun Mirai Plan (My Future Planning)” was launched with
student leaders who are pediatric cancer survivors (7 participants) as the core of the progra
(trial ends in Mar 2023). A total of 8 training sessions were held online. In addition, Z
"Children’ s Planning Unit” has been established, led by elementary to junior high school students
ho have experienced long—term treatment for pediatric cancer or other serious illnesses, and
Eill be active in the future for their contribution in supporting their peers at hospitals.

KAwareness and Fundraising Activities>
In 2022, we held Executive Fight Night X (a fundraising event with amateur boxers) and two
acility dog photo exhibitions while maintaining strict infection control.
ther activities included crowdfunding, online events, the launch of a website for pediatric]
ancer survivors called Shine On! Friends,” and social networking sites to distribute photos and
ideos for program awareness.

Other Programs>
aunched to prevent social isolation of children hospitalized during the COVID-19 pandemic in
000, “Shine On! Connections” (an interactive online program for mainly pediatric wards)
ontinued in 2022. iPads/projectors with communication functions and other equipment like electrig
eyboards have been distributed to 18 hospitals across the country, where expert lecturers,
usicians, and volunteers connected with the children in an interactive manner, developing content]




uch as art, music, English, science, magic shows, LEGO, and Rakugo, etc. A total of 786 peopleé
articipated in 114 events. English workshops organized by intenational school high school student
olunteers have been conducted regularly as well. In May 2022, a new program, ~Shine On!
onnections Plus,” an online event for families of children undergoing treatment at home or thosd
ho have experienced long-term treatment, was launched, offering art and science workshops with|
university student volunteers studying psychology and welfare. This program was held a total of]
16 times and a total of 146 people participated. Since September, we have also been working on
virtual visits by facility dog candidates targeted at children receiving treatment at home and
hospitals that have not yet introduced facility dogs.
